This manual summarises the changes that were made with the software update from
SPECTRO1 V2.2 to V2.3.

A software update from V2.x to V2.3 can be performed quite easily.

All you need is the FirmwareLoader V1.1 and the firmware files for version 2.3.

The FirmwareLoader V1.1 can be found on the CD that is provided with the sensor or can be
downloaded from our homepage.

The firmware files are available from your sensor supplier.

The respective procedure is exactly described in the "Manual FirmwareLoader V1_1" file

(see software CD/DVD: Folder Support Software - Version Update - FirmwareLoader V1.1).

When a connection is established the serial number of the
contacted sensor is transferred in addition to the firmware
version.

The software then switches to OFFLINE mode, where
it is only possible to exchange parameters with a file on a
storage medium.

The interface is then free for other programs (e.g.
FirmwareLoader).

The format for the firmware and for the Scope version number has been changed.

The full version number now is a 3-character combination (a.b.c). Firmware and software can be run in
combination if the first two characters (a.b) match. The third character ¢ has been introduced to identify the
remedying of possible software bugs.
It is thus easy for the user to make sure he always uses the most recent version.

The full Scope version number is displayed after approx. 2 seconds when you move the mouse pointer

on the Scope version.
